present era, characterized by 
commotion, has contributed to 
the development of the most 
revolutionary art, and science has 
helped make art more experi­
mental, says Dr. Franz Alex­
ander, director of the Chicago 
Institute of Psychoanalysis. 

Dr. Alexander said in an inter­
view here yesterday that just as 
the art of the Renaissance was 
typical of the emotional pulse of 
that day, "our art is the inesca­
pable emotional reflection of our 
day." Psychiatrists are finding

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just as good as dreams in 
diagnosing some emotional dis­
turbances.
