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The United States Army Military History 
Research Collection has as its primary mission 
the preservation for scholarly use of source 
materials related to the military history of this 
Nation. As far as can he determined, no other 
library in the United States has as extensive a 
collection of published and unpublished 
materials relating exclusively to the role of the 
military in the development of the United 
Stales. The Library of Congress receives copies 
of all hooks copyrighted in the United Slates. 
Original source materials such as diaries, letters, 
and unofficial records cannot be found in that 
institution as a general rule, except as related to 
persons of national interest and stature. Some 
academic and special interest libraries, such as 
the Marshall Library in Lexington, Virginia, 
contain military works and papers relating to 
specific periods of United States hislorv . I In 
United Stales Army Military History Research 
Collection alone, however, is dedicated solely 
to perpetuating the history and traditions of 
the Army ; the contributions of the Army to the 
development of tin- United Stales; and the lives 
and experiences of (he men and women who 
participated in its development. 

The nucleus of the Military History Research 
Collection has come from three primary 
sources: The US Army War College, the 
National War College, and the US Army 
Command and General Staff College. These 
three institutions collectively have transferred 
more than 120,000 hound volumes to the 
Research Collection. Some of these books date 
from the liftet nth and sixteenth centuries the) 
provide the historical background from which 
the I niled States Army developed. Other 
hooks are of far more modern date: these 
furnish contemporary information and insight 
about the history of the \rmy . its doctrines 
and deeds, its men and their accomplishments. 

Constantly growing in size and improving in 
quality, the Research Collection receives books 
from libraries throughout the Army as well as 
from many individual donors. In addition to 
purely military matters, these volumes include 
coverage of many allied fields and sciences: law, 
science and technology, sociology, medicine, 
religion, explorations, economics, geography, 
and political science to name but a few. Many 
relate to military and diplomatic affairs of 
foreign nations, for the military history of the 
United States from the outset has been closely 
related to that of other nations. 

Original source materials are a vital and 
integral part of the Military History Research 
Collection. Diaries, letters, photographs, and 
personal records provide the research scholar 
with a keenly intimate insight into events of the 
past. The Research Collection includes the 
original handwritten manuscript of Emory 
Uptons "Military Policy of the United States"; 
the d iary of Genera l George Crook; 
Revolutionary War orderly books; personal 
papers of Cencrals Harold K . Johnson, Arthur 
Trudeau, Paul Caraway, and many other less 
well known individuals whose services have 
contributed to American military life and 
history. 

Periodicals, photographs, art work of all 
types, are to be found in the Research 
Collection. Effort will be devoted to oral 
h i s t o r y — the r e c o r d e d interviews with 
individuals who have participated in historical 
events of the past and present. Military fiction 
will he an added category within the overall 
collection, for such writings provide an insight 
into the materials read by the average citizen; 
materials which, although classified as fiction, 
often influence public opinion toward the 
military and toward the federal government. 

T h e establ ishment of this Research 
Collection, however, is only the beginning. 
Constant effort is being made to improve and 
expand the overall content of the Collection, in 
order to provide the maximum in authentic 
data for research by scholars. Books, magazines, 
and other published materials represent only 
one means of bettering the overall value of this 
Research Collection. Another, and far better 
way, is the addition of the personal papers and 
records of individuals who have contributed to 
the special field represented by the US Army 
Military History Research Collection. 

American men and women who have served 
in the uniforms of their country usually have 
many items of historical interest which should 
he preserved for posterity and made available 
for scholarly research. Personal papers and 
records, letters, diaries, photographs, and art 
work accumulated during-and after-service in 
uniform will he of extreme importance to the 
historians of the future. Many individuals have 
family papers and records, as well as personal 
library collections which will be of great 
research interest. All of these items reflect the 
history, the traditions, the legends, and the 
accomplishments of the armed services and 
should be preserved.

Collection is actively seeking such items relating 
to all periods of United States history. Detailed 
information regarding the general nature of 
materials desired and specific information 
pertaining to contributions may be obtained by 
writing:
