I n v a s i o n ' by 1 ,000 Gypsies 

MUNICH, Germany, Dec. 19 
(AP) — The state of Bavaria 
announced today that it had 
stopped a threatened "inva 
sion" by 1,000 gypsies who 
planned to cross into Germany 

| by air and auto. 
The Bavarian Interior Min­

i s t r y said the first contingents, 
numbering about 45, tried to 
enter West Germany without 
immigration visas over the 
past several weeks. They were 
jailed or deported. 

The ministry said any who 
follow would meet the same 
fate. It said the migration was 
organized by a "gypsy king," 
Ijerzy Czory, whose people live 
mostly in Poland and Yugo­
slavia. The Bavarians assert 
there are no political reasons 
for the gypsies to be admitted 
as refugees. 
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
