Balasy had been expected to be-1 
come political mentor to Bela Bar-
tok, noted Hungarian composer 
who has never been active politi­
cally, but who was slated for the 
role of an Hungarian Paderewski. 
He insisted, however, that Eck­
hardt be divorced from the move­
ment completely, so as to make 
the affiliation of liberal ele­
ments possible. But Eckhardt re­
fused, and the executive board 
at its meeting Tuesday night dis 
solved itself. 
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
