Born, March 1 0 . — A l m o s t , 
drowned in the maelstrom of 
w o r l d confl ict are the events i n 
Budapest where Premier Dr . 
Ladislaus de Bardossy f e l l i l l and 
re t i red , w i t h the result that the 
whole Cabinet is expected to r e ­
sign today. 

Hungar ian polit icians have 
earned a reputat ion for dy ing 
suddenly when Nazi demands 
conf l ict w i t h their patr iot ic con­
sciences. Last May Premier 
Count Paul Teleki committed su i ­
cide when Germany requested 
Hungar ian part ic ipat ion i n the 
attack on Yugoslavia short ly 
after the signature of the non -
aggression pact w i t h that country. 

Only a month before, Foreign 
Minis ter Count Stephen Csaky 
died under less clear c i r cum­
stances after part ic ipat ing i n a 
hun t ing par ty w i t h Regent Prince 
Pau l of Yugoslavia.

Today's disappearance of Pre­
mie r Bardossy f rom the po l i t i ca l 
scene is of somewhat a di f ferent 
nature, according to in format ion 
available here. Bardossy's illness 
is genuine but coincides conven­
ient ly w i t h strained relations 
w i t h his former German friends 
as a sequel to Etienne de Horty 's 
appointment as successor to his 
father, A d m i r a l Nicholas Hor thy , 
as regent. 

Creation of the Hor thy dynasty 
thoroughly displeased the Ger­
mans who consider the stanch

I t is the common opinion of 
Ba lkan observers here that Bar ­
dossy's resignation w i l l have a 
direct effect on Hungar ian help 
to Germany l o r the spr ing of­
fensive. Bardossy, who d id not 
have the t ick l ish patr iot ic m i n d 
of his predecessors, promised the 
Germans a fur ther twenty d i v i ­
sions for the Russian front. The 
chances are now that the p r o m ­
ised Hungar ian manpower w i l l he 
delayed by eventual ly prolonging 
interna l po l i t ica l di f f icult ies f o l ­
lowing the Cabinet crisis. 
E X - P R E M I E R E X C L U D E D . 

Hungary has pract ica l ly no 
available outstanding po l i t ic ian 
to replace Bardossy at the last 
moment. Former Premier Count 
Stephen Bethlen before the war 
was so much in w i t h the Br i t i sh 
that the possibi l i ty of his lead­
ership must be excluded. 

Another eligible pol i t ic ian is 
Dr . ¥lr7or EcTchaTclt neaTPbT the 
agrarians, wKo is now m America.

Mussol ini at length agreed 
to send them on condit ion that 
only ten out of the t h i r t y should 
be used as shock troops wh i l e the 
twenty remaining divisions be 
employed as occupational supply­
ing forces i n newly-conquered 
a rms .
