M r s . Y t u r b i d e was born at 
and once owned the house at 
3425 Prospect ave. nw. , one of 
Georgetown's show places. 

H e r husband's grandfather , 
Agust in cle Y t u r b i d e , over­
t h r e w the Spanish colonial 
government of Mexico and 
was procla imed emperor of 
that country i n 1822. A l t h o u g h 
the ru le of this f i r s t A g u s t i n 
ended w i t h his execution and 
the e s t a b l i s h m e n t of a re­
publ ic i n 1824, the i m p e r i a l 
t i t l e descended to his grand­
son. 

M r s . de Y t u r b i d e is survived 
by a sister, Estelle Kearney, 
of 2700 28th st. nw., and a 
niece, M r s . El izabeth A n n 
W a r d , of H a w a i i . 

When the Mexican empire 
was brietfly rev ived i n the 
1860's by M a x i m i l i a n , the 
brother of Franz Joseph of 
Austr ia , A g u s t i n was adopted 
by M a x i m i l i a n as his h e i r 
The v ic tory of the republ ican 
forces under Juarez ended the 
second Mexican empire and 
A g u s t i n came to the U n i t e d 
States, was e d u c a t e d at 
Georgetown College and later 
m a r r i e d Miss Kearney.  e
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
