This message undoubtedly is fefefrind fo the
flag which was sent to the U,S in 1902 by the above
named nationalistioc federatiom in ﬂnnilry,whioh is
8t111 in existence. Its president'is the Baron Sigmund
Perenyi who is also president of the Hungariam world
Federation.( The official paper of both organozations
is the "Nagymagyarorszag", adﬁl—aonthly.)

The sending and nooeptlnce ot ‘this flag was one
of the most outstanding events in the history of the
American Hungarians. The flag ' was accompanied by the
official delegate of the Magyar Kmzeti Szovetseg,
