Another novelty, heard on a ten-
inch disk from Contemporary Rec­
ord^, is tie George Barati String 
Quartet, performed by the Cali­
fornia String Quartet. 

The woflteijWaa composed in pic­
turesque circumstances. A native 
of Hungary, Mr. Barati enlisted in 
the United States Army in 1943! 
and served three years. While in1 

service he conducted the Alexan­
dria Military Symphony in Louisi 
ana, and at Camp Claiborne wrote 
his string quartet in l ^ 1 * -

Mr. Baráti'* 4 composition is 
soundly and competently worked 
out. It shows great skill in contra­
puntal writing. Its chief fault isj 
that it lacks creative musical ideas. 
It resembles many other works of 
the sort- written in 1944 and still 
being written today. The contem­
porary style, like the old, has its 
cliches, and Mr. Barati has used a 
considerable number of them in his 
quartet. The composition receives 
a conscientious performance iron 
the California Quartet in this re 
cording. 
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
