Ser­
geant Molnar distinguished himself vrhile serving as a squad leader 
with Company B , 1st Battalion, 8th Infantry , 4th Infantry Division, 
on 20 May 1907 during combat operations in Kontum Province, Re­
public of Vietnam. Shortly after the battalion's defensive perimeter 
was established, it was hit by intense mortar fire as the prelude to a 
massive cnenry night attack.' Sergeant Molnar immediately left his 
sheltered location to insure the readiness of his squad to meet the 
attack. A s he crawled through the position, he discovered a group of 
enemy soldiers closing in on his squad area. H i s accurate rifle fire 
killed five of the enemy and forced the remainder to flee. When the 
mortar fire stopped, the enemy attacked in a human wave supported by 
grenades, rockets, automatic weapons, and small arms fire. After assist­
ing to repel the first enemy assault, Sergeant Molnar found that his 
squad's ammunition and grenade supply was nearly expended. Again, 
leaving the relative safety of his position, he crawled through intense 
enemy fire to secure additional ammunition and distribute it to his 
squad. H e rejoined his men to beat back the renewed enemy onslaught, 
and he moved about his area providing medical aid and assisting in 
the evacuation of the wounded. With the help of several men, he was 

preparing to move a severely wounded soldier when an enemy hand-
grenade was thrown into the group. T h e first to see the grenade, Ser­
geant Molnar threw himself on it and absorbed tiie deadly blast to 
save his comrades. H i s demonstrated selflessness and inspirational 
leadership on the battlefield were a major factor in the successful de­
fense of the American position and are in keeping with the finest tradi­
tions of the United States Army. Sergeant M b l n a r s actions reflect 
great credit upon himself, his unit, and'the United States A r m y .

Staff Sergeant Laszlo Rabcl distinguished 
himself by conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity while serving as 
leader of Team Delta, 74th Infantry Detachment (Long Range 
Pat ro l ) , 173rd Airborne Brigade in B i n h D i n h Province, Republic 
of Vietnam on 13 November 1908. A t 1000 hours on this date, Team 
Delta was in a defensive perimeter conducting reconnaissance of enemy 
trail networks when a member of the team detected enemy movement 
to the front. A s Sergeant Rabcl and a comrade prepared to clear the 
area, he heard an incoming grenade as it landed in the. midst of the 
team's perimeter. With complete disregard for his own life, Sergeant 
Rabcl threw himself on the grenade and, covering it with his body, 
received the complete impact of the immediate explosion. Through 
his indomitable courage, complete disregard for his own safety and 

f>rofound concern for his fellow soldiers. Sergeant Rabcl averted the 
oss of life and injury to the other members of Team Delta. B y his
