There i s Gustav Bauer, N a z i Contoller 
n Budapest of exports to üeraiany. Because of 
I s close link with the murder of ^inister 

Erzberger, leader or the Catholic Centrum 
p arty in 1922, Bauer fled to Budapest where 
he remained under the protection of Julius 
Gömbös (later Premiert 

His appointment as Controller 
was in reward of this murder. In this position 
he accumulated considerable fortune,and through 
Bogdanffy, became a real influence on the 
"Stock- exchange. Alsóst, Jauer's property 
abroad i s administered through Bogd̂ ynffjL. 
Details with regard to this have been 
published in "Az Ember" Oct. 18,1941, - in 
the United States.Since this periodical was 
inclined to be friendly to Eckhardt's mission 
in the U.S.A. the expose i s of added interest.
